It is hard to put into
words. | made so many close
relationships with the children, some of
whom were deaf, had Down’s syndrome
or autism. It really made me realise
how much | want to pursue medicine as
a career. We had a few tasks whilst we
were there, building a partition wall in
a classroom to form two smaller
classrooms, building two toilets/long
drops, painting and putting up shelves
in a storage room and building a room

for charcoal which they use to cook. |
worked on the partition wall, and we
cemented the last brick in on my
birthday which was a great moment.

Maybe the best moments were the
smiles and waves we received from the
students all day long.

The most emotional time of the
challenge was the last evening meal
with the students. They were asked to
tell us about how they felt whilst we
were there. It was such a humbling
moment. The young people were so
thankful that we had travelled so far to
see them and helped to develop their
school, their home.”
